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We aim to initial a Deed of Settlement by the end of this year and
keep you informed about the progress. We will first focus on the
matters that take time and explore practical ways to keep you
connected and updated. Meanwhile, your hapt representative will
present a monthly report at the hapa hui, and shortly after that,
we will issue a monthly panui. We understand that it may not be
feasible for you to travel, so we are exploring options to keep you

connected. We will keep you posted on what that will look like.
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Your trustees have worked hard this quarter to ensure the
PSGE reflects your aspirations and our discussions. While we
understand that we still need to talk to others, our starting
point is that the PSGE will operate by the tikanga and kawa
of Waikaremoana and sit alongside our marae and Tribal.

Collectively we will adopt a Waikaremoana-centric approach.

We have been exploring the possibility of returning DoC
reserves to Waikaremoana. We have been very direct with
DoC that they should return reserves because we, by
whakapapa, are the kaitiaki of these lands and will do a
better job. We propose that some of these reserves be put
into the Te Urewera Act and some in the Reserves Act. Both
options enact our kaitiaki responsibilities to the whenua and
open up opportunities to sustainably develop the whenua, be
it housing or working the whenua.

Deferred selection and
right for first refusal
properties

We have closely examined the
parcels of land that are part of the
agreement in principle, and we firmly
believe that these lands should be
returned to us  without any
conditions, such as the right of first
refusal and  deferred selection
property status. Our historian has
already found evidence that
demonstrates breaches of the treaty,
and our lawyer is using this evidence
to strengthen our case for the return
of these blocks - watch this space.

Historical Account

The historical account is nearing
completion and the first 7 chapters are
ready for review by an Emeritus
Professor.

Negotiating the chapter content has
been vigorous and challenging. Your
team, which includes Neuton, Bimbo,
Tumanako, and Bruce Stirling
(Historian) has worked tirelessly to
complete the work.
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We want you to join us on the
settlement journey! Check out the
different ways you can get involved.

We promote hapa hui for updates on the
previous month's activities.
